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Introduction I

Habitat for Humanity Egypt (HFHE) works in forty communities in five
governorates in Egypt, most recently its geographical focus has been directed
towards Upper Egypt in Minya and Beni-Sueif, where there has been a dire need
for housing interventions. HFHE has improved the housing conditions of more
than 40,000 homes in these locations through strategic local NGOs partners who
work closely with Habitat to provide housing services to vulnerable low-income
communities to improve the functionality, quality and safety of their homes.

Housing services range from providing Housing Micro-Finance (HMF) loans as
well as, Water, Sanitation and Hygiene (WASH) loans to community members,
who would otherwise be unable to secure loans through formal funding
opportunities due to theirincome level. In addition, HFHE provides Housing
support services to improve housing quality.Moreover, HFHE builds capacities
and raise awareness of local partners, beneficiaries and technicians to ensure
better knowledge and practices as well as the importance of adequate housing.

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Housing Micro Finance Program

HFHE works in partnership with 5 local NGOs. HFHE provides small loans for
beneficiaries to renovate, repair and build their houses. During FY21, the
program provided small loans to 1,596 families in 21 communities. HFHE also
provides training and institutional capacity building to partner NGOs and local
committee member volunteers to improve their capacity to manage HMF
Programs and conduct case studies for beneficiaries.
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Poorest of the poor initiative

HFHE doesn't forget the right of vulnerable groups and poorest of the poor
people, who cannot afford to repay loans to improve their housing conditions.
HFHE seeks to obtain funding to improve their homes and encourages its
partners NGOs to obtain local contributions for them. Almost every year,
HFHE, through its partnership with local NGOs, is able to renovate homes for
the poorest of the poor as subsidiary house ranging from 3 to %5 of the total
loans distributed by HFHE each year.
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Housing Support Services

HFHE is concerned with the idea of the housing quality standards by
providing housing support services through a specialized engineering team
who follows up on each house in all stages of construction or renovation, from
the beginning of identifying the needs inside the house and during
implementation until the completion of implementation, with the aim of optimal
and proper use of all spaces inside the house as well as ensuring the quality of
each construction step.
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WASH Initiative

Believing in an attempt to reach one of the roots of the housing problemin
Egypt and to protect and prevent the spread of Covid19- pandemic, HFHE has
established and developed an initiative to solve the problem of water,
sanitation and hygiene and to raise the community’s environmental
awareness. The initiative was implemented in villages of Minya Governorate
through different activities.
